Information for Processes related to Out of Court Consent Bail Variation 
Bail variations on consent of Crown and Defence do not require a return to court.  Documentation to support the variation request is prepared by either Crown or defence, and is signed by both parties and all sureties.  Applications presented to the Crown’s office by Defence or accused are reviewed and a decision is made.  Unrepresented accused may either be required to meet with the Crown to discuss the request (with the assistance of Duty Counsel), or will be required to address the variation request in court.

The completed application is filed with the Court Services (CSD) administration office.  CSD staff add the Information and variation request to the Intake list or docket.  To assist with pulling of Information, the Court may require that applications be filed with Court Services by a specified time on the day prior to the appearance in Intake Court.  The Intake Justice of the Peace considers the application and either grants or denies the request.  The Justice of the Peace may also require a hearing to clarify specifics of the request.

The accused (and surety) can be required to attend while the Justice of the Peace is in the Intake Court or office, or they can be compelled to return to the court office to sign the variation within a prescribed period of time, after which a new request would have to be resubmitted.

1.  An original Application, is completed by Crown or Defence and is signed and witnessed by both parties and surety(ies).

2. The original Application is filed in Court Services Administration Office.

3. Court staff retrieve the Information(s), attach the Application and add to Intake list or docket.

4. A Justice of the Peace considers the application and grants or denies the request.

5. Court Services advises person charged and/or counsel of the decision and distributes copies.

6. Court staff endorse the Information(s), with variation order attached and re-file.

Once the Order is signed by the Justice of the Peace, copies are distributed to:

1. Accused

2. Chief Firearms Officer (if applicable)
3. Counsel

4. DRPS
5. Surety(ies)
6. VWAP (if applicable)

Original variation is attached to information.

Accused is notified that his old bail is in effect until he has the new signed bail in his hands.
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
