WORK OF THE GOLFERS

LOCKWnOD DEFEATS IIOLAIHHD II Y

II AND 3 TO PLAY.

Duel on the Link Iletwecn Two Fa-i- n

ohm Amntcur Players Only Eight
Left In the Tournament.

ATLANTIC CITY, N. J., Sept. 11. Only
eight players now remain in the tournament
in progress here to decide the amateur golf
championship of America, and by to-morr-

night the semi-finalis- ts will be the
only competitors. Sixteen players started
off this morning, and, although the scores
of one or two were fairly close, the results
were practically foregone conclusions. The
links presented a much better appearance
than yesterdaj', having benefited by a
heavy shower which fell during the night.
The putting greens had, owing to the dry
weather, become too keen, and, although
they were dry when the players started off,
the progress of the ball was somewhat
checked, enabling the competitors to judge
more accurately.

Interest in the contest was centered in
two or three matches, but none attracted
tho gathering that the Lockwood-IIolabir- d

contest did. Both during the morning and
afternoon rounds fully 250 people watched
the game, which eventually resulted in a
victory for Lockwood by 4 up and 3 to play.
At the end of the eighteenth hole Lockwood
had a gross score of 73, against Holabird's
76. The latter, who is but seventeen years
old, is looked upon in Chicago as the future
champion, and, judging from the form he
displayed, he should have little difficulty
in carrying off the premier honors two or
three years hence. A conspicuous incident
of tho morning play was when the pair
arrived at the eignth hole. Lockwood, by a
good drive, landed dead on the edge of the
green. He approached dead and holed out
in three, but even this was not suffcient
to win the hole, as Holabird's elrive landed
him ten feet away from the hole, and
one more stroke was sulllcient. On the
return journey two holes later the com-
petitors both halved the 2O0 yards in two,
a feat which has never been performed on
the dinks. At the eleventh Holabird again
mado two, against Lockwood's three,
which gave the Westerner three twos out
of four holes, and at the same holes Lock-woo- d

made a two and two threes, and
could only halve one.

Starting out in the afternoon Holabird
took six against his opponents four, he
laying himself sty me. The second was
hahed in four while the third went to
Holabird. Both pulled their drive. Hola-
bird going fully twenty yeards to the left.
He, however, made up for his mistake by
making a beautiful lifteen-foo- t putt.

The fourth hole was halved, although it
looked at first as though Holabird would
make It in one. Lockwood managed to
gain the next in six, but luck favored him
In this Instance. The next hole was Lock-wood- 's

in three, the seventh was halved in
live and Holabirel took the eighth and ninth
in three and' four, respectively. This left
the Bustoner with the same advantage at
the turn as when he started the after-
noon rounds. On the return journey
Lockwood increased his lead lo live at the
tenth and then for a few minutes he ap-
peared to be nervous and Holabird. who
played a strong game, holed out the
eleventh in three and the twelfth in four
with more than average putts. The next
two holes w re halved in Ave. which left
Lockwood three up. Holabird. therefore.
had his Una? chance at the fifteenth, a
Jbo-ya- rd noie, out Eockwood proved too
strong, negotiating the match in three.

Patriotic Otitlrut from Tlic l'las"

CLEVELAND, Sept. 11. The surviving
veterans of the greatest war in all the an-

nals of history, the Grand Army of the
Republic, have again responded to the
bugle call and to-da- y fell into line as they
were wont to do in the dark days of the
civil war. They awoke this morning to the
sound of reveille, and long before the hour
set for the starting of the parade they
lined the streets and avenues adjacent to
Case and Euclid avenues, where the pa
rade was formed.

Old veterans prominent in the affairs of
the G. A. It. said it was the grandest pa-

rade and the greatest day the organiza-
tion has ever seen. In a seemingly Inter-
minable line of blue the various depart
ments took up their march over the hard.
granite pavements. Surging masses of peo
ple, numbering in the hundreds of thou
sands, lined tho streets and the housetops,
and took advantage of every available
point of view along the entire length of
tho line of parade., In the down-tow- n dis
trict the streets intersecting and adjacent
to the line of march were one struggling
mass of eager and expectant humanity.
It is estimated that nearly half a million
people wero spectators of the magnificent
pageant.

The column was over eight miles in
length and was splendidly handled, the
column moving steadily and with scarcely
a halt or a break until the entire line had
passed the reviewing stand.

The scene was most inspiring. Octogen-
arians of the tottering footsteps and others
erect and sprightly as in youth, but all
with limbs and hearts of steel, plodded
patiently side by sice, and among the thou-
sands who made ut that host there were
scarcely a bare half-doze- n whom the fa-
tigues of the march caused to fall out be-
fore they passed through the living sea
of faces in the court of honor and the re-
viewing stand.

STREETS CROWDED.
Promptly at the hour set for the parade

to move, General Leo Rassieur, commander-in-chie- f,

gave the signal and the column
moved forward. The solid masses of hu-

manity, which crov.'ded the avenue from
curb to curb, gave, way like the parting
of the waves and the march began. The
Governors of several States marched in
tho line with their posts and were proud
to go afoot with their old comrades in the
old way. Even Senator M. A. Hanna
caught the infection of the hour and left
the reviewing stand to inarch down the
line with Memorial Post.

Every department, as it passed the court
of honor and neared the living flag of chil-
dren formed upon tne grand stand facing
the long vista at the foot of Bond street,
was greeted with a patriotic chorus from
the throats of thousands of school children
composing "the flag." Uringled with the
inspiring strains of martial music and
patriotic choruses was the unstinted ap-
plause of the populace.

With General Rassleur in the reviewing
stand were the following: Tom L. Johnson,
Gen. David H. Hunt, Gen. Henrv S. Peck,
Adjutant General F. M. Sterrit. M. A. Tay-
lor. Surgeon George Wilklns, Georgw Stone,
department commander of Colorado; Gen.
John C. Black, of Illinois; Gen. Joel Long,
of Illinois; Gen. Daniel E. Sickles. Guy T.
Gould, past department commander, of
Illinois; Gen. Louis Wayne, of Pennsylva-
nia; Gen. James Burnett, Col. Thomas
Scott, of Illinois; 1.. E. Holdvn and Gen.
J. Warren Keifer.

The parade wa led by mounted police.
Following were the local grand marshals
of the parade, Capt'. Russell E. Burdick
and his staff. Next came past commanders-in-chie- f

of the Grand Army in carriages.
Then followed the grand council of admin-
istration. Only Grand Army posts partici-
pated. Departments marched in the order
of seniority, with Illinois in the lead, ex-
cept that Ohio, by courtesy, took the last of
the line.

In addition to the regular line of veterans
ninety bands and 106 drum corps Incessant-
ly poured forth patriotic and martial music.

A number of women and children were
overcome in the crush incident to the pa-
rade, and the Red Cross and city ambu-
lances were kept busy responding to calls,
but no serious casualt was reported.

It is expected that the patriotic outburst
of to-da- y will be duplicated Thursday
afternoon, when a mass meeting will be
held in praise and thanksgiving for theprospective recovery of President McKin-
ley. Senator Hanna, Governor Nash of
Ohio, Mayor Johnson of Cleveland. General
Rassie.ur of the Grand Army, Judga Wil-
liam R. Day of Canton, Senator Fairbanks
of Indiana. Hon. Charles Grosvenor and
Rev. Dr. Manchester, the President's pas-
tor, will address the meeting.

On the choice for commander-in-chie- f the
fight is very interesting and uncertain. The
friends of Generell Torrance are hopeful
that a deadlock may ensue between Gen-
erals Stewart and Sickles and thus enable
him to be the successful candidate. Twenty-fiv- e

or CO per cent, of the entire vote Is
claimed for General Torrance, coming from
the West and New England. If there is no
selection on the third ballot. General Tor-
rance, his friends claim, has a fine show.
Missouri is for Sickles, with General Tor-
rance second choice. Pennsylvania is united
on General Stewart. New York caucus gave
General Sickles nineteen votesand Stewart
twenty-eigh- t.
